Allergy Awareness  
 

If you suffer from congestion, runny nose, 

itchy eyes, rash, or swelling of the lips and 

tongue, you may be having an allergic 

reaction. Fifty million Americans suffer from 

allergies. Allergi es occur when your immune  system reacts to 

a foreign substance (allergens) such as pollen, dust mites, 

animal dander, insects, mold, foods or drugs. The immune 

system produces substances known as antibodies to protect 

against illness or infection from these substances. The severity 

of allergies varies from person to person and can range from 

minor  irritation to anaphylaxis – a potentially life -threatening 

emergency.  

Signs and symptoms of an anaphylactic reaction include: 

swelling of airways (trouble breath ing, nausea, vomiting, skin 

rash (hives), rapid and weak pulse, lightheadedness, and loss 

of consciousness. For these symptoms, call 911 immediately. 

 

Here are a few ways to treat allergies: 
 

1 – Allergen avoidance. Your doctor can help you take steps to 

identify and avoid your allergy triggers. This  

is the most important step in preventing allergic reactions and 

reducing symptoms.  
 

2 – Alter your environment. Stay inside when pollen levels are 

high to prevent a reaction. Window  

screens and furniture filter s collect mold and dust throughout 

the season so be sure to clean them regularly. This 

can contribute to your symptoms.  
 

3 - Irrigate. Nasal irrigation introduces saline spray to the 

nasal passages to decrease irritation and make breathing 

easier. 



4 – Take a shower. Pollen can accumulate in your hair and on 

your skin. A shower before bed may  

clear sinuses making it easier to sleep. 
 

5 – Shampoo your pet. Pollen can cling to your pet’s fur. Wash 

indoor/outdoor pets often. Keeping your pet  out of your 

bedroom and off furniture can also be helpful.  
 

6 – Start an anti-inflammation diet. Avoid foods that will 

cause more inflammation of the nose. Many doctors believe 

that dairy products increase mucous production, which can 

provoke allergy symptoms.  
 

7 – Read labels. Be sure to check the ingredient labels for foods 

and products to ensure they will not cause a reaction when 

ingested or used. 
 

8 – Medications. Allergy medications can help reduce the 

reaction and ease symptoms. 
 

9 – Immunotherapy – For severe allergies not relieved by 

other treatments, the doctor can recommend shots to help the 

body build protection to the allergens.  
 

10 - Emergency medications. An emergency epinephrine shot 

may be prescribed. If this is needed at the school, the proper 

paperwork wil l need to be signed by the parent and doctor 

and the medication left in the  clinic.
